He

had held postdoc positions at the Max-Planck-Insti-

tute for Astrophysics in Garching (1992 - 1994) and

at Princeton University (1990 - 1992). In 1990 he re-

ceived his PhD from the Munich University (LMU).

Prof. Wambsganss’ research interests range from

the search for extrasolar planets with the technique

of gravitational microlensing, through the study of

quasars to the investigation of the dark matter dis-

tribution in galaxy cluster via the analysis of giant

arcs (gravitationally lensed background galaxies).
